Resource List Server (RLS)

5.3.4.1
General

The Presence list server, as defined in 3GPP TS 23.141 [3], is realised as a resource list server as defined in draft-ietf-simple-event-list-04 [14]. The RLS is an entity that accepts subscriptions to resource lists and sends notifications to update subscribers of the state of the resources in a resource list.

In addition to the procedures specified in subclause 5.3.4, the RLS shall support the procedures specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [5] appropriate for an AS in which the RLS is implemented.

6.3.1
Data manipulator

The data manipulator is a logical function that provides the means to manipulate the general data such us user groups, subscription authorization policy, resource lists, etc.
