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Introduction

NOTE: This version is a draft that still needs the full set of open items to be identified. Therefore the open issues have not yet been numbered and the status has not yet been filled in. However, prior to the start of CN1#33, it is assumed that these are all RED. A review of this is requested during the meeting.

This open item list identifies the tasks within that work item that still need to be resolved in the IMS2 work item for Rel-6, and subsequently for changes made to TR 29.847, TS 24.147, TS 24.247, TS 24.229.

This study has been done to identify the still missing principal decisions and other major open issues in the IMS2 WID under CN1 control. The intention is not to take this open items list to the granularity of a individual CRs.

Because of these reasons the list is not exhaustive so it should not be considered as comprehensive list of all CRs that are needed to complete the CN1 IMS2 WID. It can be foreseen that not only the CRs to close the listed open items but also other CRs outside the list will be needed.

But the intention is to list all such open items which are likely to impact the scheduling and work amount estimates on the work item. 

This document takes no position in how an open item is closed unless it is explicitly stated. So it may happen that an open item in the CN1 document is covered by removing the whole clause from the TR. 

It is the intention of the maintainer to maintain this document until it becomes redundant at the full stabilisaton of Rel-6 IMS2 related CN1 TSs.
