1. Overall Description:

A discrepancy between various specifications has been identified with regards to the interpretation of the nature of the LCS service. For instance:

· In the scope of TS 03.71, the following is stated “LCS feature is a network feature and not a supplementary service”. At the same time, section 7.6.6.1 (related to the MO-LR procedure) states that "If the MS is in idle mode, the MS requests an SDCCH and sends a DTAP CM service request indicating a request for call independent supplementary services to the BSC". The same mechanisms are described in 23.171 and 23.271 for the MO-LR procedure.

· TS 22.071 mentions in its scope  that LCS is used to support various value added services, to enhance support for emergency calls from subscribers, and to enhance or support certain O&M related tasks, supplementary services, IN related services and bearer services and teleservices"

· Stage 3 TS 24.008 mentions in section 9.2.9 that "the CM service request message is sent by the mobile station to the network to request a service for the connection management sublayer entities, e.g. circuit switched connection establishment, supplementary services activation, short message transfer, location services". A little bit further, in section 10.5.3.3, about the content of the field CM_service_type, a value is proposed for LCS (1011) and a different one for supplementary service (1000).
· TS 24.080 illustrates LCS-MOLR as a call independent supplementary service under the operation types chapter.
These discrepancies might lead to conflicting interpretations between the mobiles requesting the start of a location procedure and the network. It is therefore necessary to reach a common understanding on the nature of the LCS service and the way to rectify such discrepancies.

It was indicated during the discussions that this may be important to resolve because the Call Independent Supplementary Service, Mobility Management, and Call Control share the N(SD) sequence numbering while other protocols such as Group Call Control  use “per protocol” N(SD) sequences (See TS 24.007 chapter 11.2.3.2.3, last paragraph).

SA2 kindly asks the addressed working groups to assess their relevant specifications and to provide their feedback regarding their understanding of the nature of the LCS service. Further guidance is required to seek a way forward to fix the above described discrepancies.
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
