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This proposal introduces re-selection procedures as required by SA2 in 23.234, clause 7.1.2.

5.2.3.4 User reselection
5.2.3.4.1
UE procedures
5.2.3.4.1.1 General

At any time the user may request the UE to initiate reselection onto a supported PLMN, according to the following procedures, dependent upon the operating mode. In this case and in both modes, the WLAN UE shall:

- disassociate with the current associated SSID by initiating disassociation procedure as specified in IEEE 802.11 1999 [11]; and

- initiate association procedure as specified in IEEE 802.11 1999 [11], taking into account I-WLAN selection procedure as specified in clause 5.2.2 ; and

- depending  on the operating mode, perform a new WLAN PLMN selection as specified in 5.2.3.4.1.2 and 5.2.3.4.1.3.
5.2.3.4.1.2
Automatic Network Selection Mode

The Manual Network Selection Mode Procedure of clause 5.2.3.3.4 shall be followed with the exception that the current mediating PLMN shall not be chosen unless it is the only PLMN that is available.

The Manual Network Selection Mode Procedure of clause 5.2.3.3.4 shall be followed.
5.2.3.4.1 3GPP AAA Server procedures
Due to loss of coverage the WLAN UE may associate with a new access point and select a different PLMN than the current mediating PLMN. In this case the 3GPP AAA server may receive a new authentication request from the same user but with different NAI. The 3GPP AAA Server shall proceed with the new request and release the current authentication status information once the new authentication procedure has been successfully completed. 
Editor's note: how the 3GPP AAA Server will find out that the mediating PLMN has changed for the same user, depends on the format of the Decorated NAI. Therefore, this issue will be specified further when NAI decoration format is more stable in IETF. 
Editor's note: Further collision and abnormal cases may need to be considered. For example, it is FFS the response of the 3GPP AAA server upon reception of a new authentication request from the same user and with the same NAI.
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
