The details of the flows are as follows: 

1.
XCAP PUT request (UE to MRFC/AS) - see example in table A.6.5-1


A user wants to expel a conference participant from a conference. For this purpose the UE creates a XCAP document
for CPCP.  The UE includes all parameters, that the user has set for the conference in the XCAP document and sends it to the MRFC/AS in a HTTP XCAP request.

XCAP 200 (OK) response (MRFC/AS to UE) 

The MRFC/AS returns a XCAP 200 (OK) response to the UE, indicating that the received XCAP PUT request and its content have been successfully processed.

Afterwards the MRFC/AS will drop the indicated conference participant. An example signalling flow for the MRFC/AS dropping a user from a conference can be found in subclause A.6.4. 
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
