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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CN1 for the LS on Session Policy.

SA2 would like to clarify that it has not received any contributions regarding the support of more sophisticated ways to control media policies. Hence, it assumes that there continues to be no new requirement in this regard. 

CN1 had a question regarding a specific session scenario:

“From Rel-6 on it is allowed to send INVITE requests that do not include a SDP Offer. This SIP functionality was explicitly prohibited in Rel-5. Such INVITE requests can e.g. be sent for third party call control features, as e.g. described in draft-ietf-sipping-3pcc-06. In this case it is likely to happen, that the first SDP Offer is sent in the 200 (OK) response to this INVITE request. As per RFC 3261 procedures such a 200 (OK) response must be answered immediately with an ACK request, that includes the SDP Answer. Due to that the network does not have the possibility to reject the indicated SDP Offer or Answer with a 488 (Not allowed here) response.”

Regarding this specific session scenario described above by CN1, SA2 understands that in the case the media of the session violates the operator policy, then the CSCF can terminate the session with a BYE request.
