1. Overall Description:

GERAN WG2 thanks RAN WG2 for their recent liaison (GP-050295) on the Packet-switched handover feature. GERAN WG2 has discussed the questions/comments provided in this LS and would like to provide the following responses/comments: 

 (1)  Support of “lossless” handover
In light of the indication that lossless relocation currently does not work during “SRNS Relocation with combined hard handover” within UTRAN and that the specification of lossless inter-RAT PS handover is not currently understood to be beneficial by RAN2, GERAN2 will take no further action in pursuing this scenario from a stage 2 or a stage 3 specification perspective. However, the following should be noted:

· GERAN2 views lossless relocation for the inter-RAT scenario to be strictly limited to the case where a PS service operates using LLC Asynchronous Balanced Mode (LLC-ABM) while in A/Gb mode. 

· PS services that operate using LLC Asynchronous Disconnect Mode (LLC-ADM) while in A/Gb mode are not seen as requiring sequence number translation during PS handover to Iu mode. Forwarding of N-PDU sequence numbers between the SGSN and RAN is still required in this case to maintain the delivery order of N-PDUs.

 (2)  Robust Header Compression (RoHC) Context Relocation

GERAN2 is also working under the assumption that header compression contexts will not be transferred to the target system during PS handover for all inter-SGSN and inter-RAT PS handover scenarios, and therefore compression contexts will need to be re-established after completion of PS handover. 

 (3)  PS handover to GERAN in CELL_FACH state: 

TS 43.129 will be modified so that it no longer indicates that UTRAN to GERAN handover is possible in CELL_FACH state in light of the problems identified by RAN2 for this scenario.
