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Although nominations for the positions of Chairman and Vice Chairman can be accepted up to the point of the election, we ask you to advise the existing TSG/WG Convenors and the 3GPP Secretariat of nominations as soon as possible, preferably 10 days in advance of the meeting. This facilitates meeting planning and enables us to advise delegates whether an election is likely, and if so on which day(s) the election(s) will be held.

For your information, some answers to Frequently Asked Questions:

All Individual Members of the Partner Organisations represented at the first TSG meetings in December have been registered as 3GPP Individual Members without the need to complete the 3GPP application form. However, It is recommended that the application form is still completed so that the details (such as the nominated Vote representatives) of the record of the Individual Member are complete.

Exceptionally, all participants representing Individual Members at the first TSG meetings in December have been registered as participants in all four TSGs, e.g. a delegate of an Individual Member who participated in TSG SA will have been recorded as participating in TSG RAN, TSG CN and TSG T as well.

Each TSG and each of their WGs have individual participation lists, therefore participation of an Individual Member in, for example, WG1 does not give the Individual Member the right to send a proxy Vote to a WG2 election.

Proxy votes are accepted at the second meeting of a particular TSGx/WGx (where elections are held) only if the Individual Member attended the first meeting of that particular TSGx/WGx

A representative at a meeting may carry up to 5 proxy votes for other Individual Members.

Exceptionally, for the election of Chairman and Vice Chairmen, Individual Members who participate at the second meeting where an election is held may vote without having participated in the first meeting.

The next meetings of the TSGs (Fort Lauderdale, Florida, 2 – 4 March) are co‑located meetings and not a joint meeting.

It is the responsibility of participants at meetings to ensure that their participation and details of the Individual Member they are representing are recorded.

A participant may represent only one Individual Member at any one meeting.
