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Reason for change:
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Due to introduction of the new detection point O_Term_Seized, the box “Routing & Alerting” has been split in two separate boxes.

According to Figure 4.3 in chapter 4.4.2.1, Description of O-BCSM, the event “Route_Select_Failure” can only occur during Routing. This is however not in line with current CAMEL procedures, because the detection point Route_Select_Failure is used for different events, also in the alerting phase.

Example:

If a release message is received in state “Wait for Answer” (see procedure Outgoing_Call_Setup_MSC in 23.018), all release causes other than “no answer from user”, “Busy” and “Subscriber absent” are mapped to detection point Route_Select_Failure” (see procedure CAMEL_OCH_MSC1 in 23.078).

4.4.2
Originating Basic Call State Model (O-BCSM)

4.4.2.1
Description of O-BCSM

The O-BCSM is used to describe the actions in an MSC during originating (MSC) or forwarded (MSC or GMSC) calls.

When encountering a DP the O-BCSM processing is suspended at the DP and the MSC/GMSC indicates this to the gsmSSF which determines what action, if any, shall be taken if the DP is armed.
