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Reason for change:

When a gsmSCF wishes to initiate a call direct to the VPLMN of the served subscriber, it first interrogates the HLR to find the MSRN. This requires additional parameters in the SRI.




Summary of change:

Process CAMEL_ICA_HLR is now a procedure called by SRI_HLR (in 23.018). The subclauses refering to SRI for ICA have been replaced with SRI.
