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The following mail was received in response to a request from D. Boswarthick to the contact person of the origination LS.

Please find my answers below. 

For the question 4), S1 agreed to upgrade the transparent data BS in order to 
provide multimedia telephony. S1 had changed TS22.002 accordingly (Multimedia 

Call was added). 
We assumed different types of applications for each bearer services. 
For example, Video Telephony is one of typical application for Multimedia Call 
. 
This is conversational type of communication and it's delay sensitive. On the 

other hand, File Transfer kind of application is for Bit Transparent Mode. 
This is streaming type of communication and it's error sensitive. 
Consider above, we think Multimedia Call and Bit Transparent Mode should be 
able to have different set of attributes. This is the meaning of the second 
sentence. 

For the question 5), we discussed what BER value is suitable for 64kbps UDI. 
64kbps UDI is assumed to be used for interworking with ISDN and it would be 
better if BER is as lower as possible. Our assumption is that 10^-6 is enough 

for interworking with ISDN, i.e. "same capability of ISDN" we mentioned in the 

LS means equal to have BER value = 10^-6. On the other hand, this attribute i 
s subject to operator tuning. Therefore, we think the operators can choose BE 
R 
value for 64kbps UDI (10^-6~10^-4). This is the meaning of the answer. 

I hope this answer is clear enough.
