Discussion:

· CN4 agrees the principals.

· In addition, CN3 have to endorse the principals.

· CN3 delegates have endorsed this idea and two potential Wis have been identified.

· Ericsson is volunteer to provide ITUT-contribution for the next meeting. 

· CN3 DELEGATES endorses this idea and two potential WIs have been identified:
· WI interworking between Rel4 network and other PLMNS/PSTNs

· WI on usage of IMT-2000 Family Member Framing protocols

The work on this matter has been started in ITU-T – requirements for BICC CS3 approved, draft stage 2 and stage 3 documents prepared but not submitted. The standardisation of this feature in ITU-T would mean that transit networks could also make use of the 3GPP IuFP framing protocol in preference to I.366.2 for example. However in order to achieve the intended goal of allowing PLMN-PLMN interworking the procedures really only need to be described in 3GPP specifications; the dependency to ITU-T being the reservation of the codepoints in Stage 3 specification Q.765.5.

Proposal

As per the decision at the Puerto Rico meeting it is proposed that a new WI for interworking between 3GPP PLMN and external PLMNs/PSTNs is initiated. This WI includes the introduction of stage 2 specifications for the preferrred framing protocol.

For information, the draft contributions that were planned for ITU-T SG11 for stage 2 & stage 3 updates for the introduction of Preferred Framing Protocol Request are submitted for information. The proposed WID is submitted as Tdoc N3-020260.

 CN3 & CN4 delegates are invited to review these contributions for technical content. If the WID is approved then Ericsson will provide the required contributions to 3GPP specifications, based on the attached ITU-T drafts.

This document is submitted to both CN WG3 & WG4 as the WI impacts both groups.
