Dear Colleagues, 

Please find below my summary of the CN related hilites from the CN#21 and SA#21 Plenaries. 

This was quite productive meeting with CRs being approved for several previously contentious or significant issues: 

-       CRs for one-step HLR interrogation for SCUDIF were agreed 

-       CRs for clarification of Codec negotiation during TrFO 

-       ATI was selected as the SRF solution for correcting MNP charging for prepaid subscribers (minor cleanup and editorial CRs permitted at CN#22)

-       JAVA code was provided for the OSA specs 

An LS (NP-030440) was sent to GSMA requesting confirmation of their understanding of the use of the ".gprs" and ".3gppnetwork.org" domains for DNS queries for IMS identities constructed from a subscriber IMSI.

  An exception until CN#22 is given to the CRs associated with this topic (NP-030370 and NP-030389). 

TS 29.163: "Interworking between the IM CN subsystem and CS networks" was approved. 

The following work items were revised: 

-       New:  Support of Subscriber Certificates, Stage 3 (NP-030441) 

-       Revised: IMS2 Stage 3 (NP-030421) - Completion slipped to June 04 

-       Revised: Rel 6 - OSA Stage 3 (NP-030353) - Added Parlay X web service and PAM mapping 

-       Revised: MBMS Stage 3 (NP-030422) - Completion slipped to March 04 

Iain Sharp was elected as CN vice-chair replacing Ian Park.  CN thanked Ian for his long years of service and major contributions to GSM and UMTS.

SA did not approved the WLAN interworking stage 2 (23.234), but it will be revisited at SA#22.

The guidance given to the CN WGs is as follows.  Scenario 2 aspects of the TS are considered stable enough to proceed with the stage 3 work.  Although a working assumption on e2e tunnelling was agreed for scenario 3,  it is still quite controversial and CN WGs should wait before doing any stage 3 work on scenario 3.

E-mail discussions on the eventual structuring of charging work (SA5 SWGB) will occur on the SA mailing list (all e-mails to be prefixed with [Charging]).  A report will be generated giving recommendations (or at least alternatives) on whether and how the work should be moved.

A LS (SP-030530) was generated to OMA on how to proceed with the PoC work.  This is based partially on input from CN (NP-030444).  Work will initially focus on SA1 and SA2, however a presentation by OMA is requested at the October Bangkok meeting and relevant CN WGs are urged to participate. A SA2 led WID on PoC enablers was approved (SP-030540).  An OMA dependency list (similar to the IETF dependency list) will be maintained by Iain Sharp.  

A SA WID (SP-030385) was approved to study interworking and migration between "IMS like implementations based on IPv4)  and IMS.  The WID does not request 3GPP to standardize an IPv4 version of IMS.

Two CRs (SP-030433 and SP-030434) were approved recommending that terminal manufacturers continue to support SIM in release 5 dual mode terminals (until the population of SIMs in the market is reduced to a low level).

The MBMS stage 2 was approved (TS 23.246). The emergency call requirements are still not stabilized in SA1.  The stage 2 on IMS local services in IMS is still not stable enough to base stage 3 work on.

The Rel 6 freeze date is still not determined.  Another attempt to determine the date will occur at SA#22.  Stage 1 requirements are now frozen.  The freezing of stage 2 will be evaluated at SA#22.  The acceptance of new OMA requirements will be evaluated on a case by case basis.

Activities by WG: 

The following are the actions requested by the CN and SA plenaries for the CN WGs.  Note that the supporting companies are still required to introduce the appropriate contributions into the WGs to ensure that the actions occur.

CN1: 

Review TR 22.952, Priority Service Guide (NP-030355).  Interested companies to bring comments into CN1. 

Review EC Requirements on Emergency Telecommunications (NP-030401).  Interested companies to bring comments into CN1. 

Investigate what work is required in CN1 to support subscriber certificates and feed this information into CN4 for WID (NP-030441).

Participation by CN1 experts urged in the OMA PoC presentation requested at the upcoming WG meetings in Bangkok. 

The dates January 27-29 are tentatively reserved for a CN1 meeting on Rel 6.  However, consensus within the WG must be obtained to hold the meeting.

CN2: 

CR (SP-030541) was approved dictating no further extensions to CAMEL to support presence (Pg and Pc reference points). 

CN3: 

Participation by CN3 experts urged in the OMA PoC presentation requested at the upcoming WG meetings in Bangkok. 

Provide CRs to support BS30 inter-network accounting (see NP-030431) all the way back to Rel 4.  SA reserves the right to not to accept the functional modification at SA#22, so any CRs generated for this issue must be conditional on acceptance by SA.

CN4: 

Review TR 22.952, Priority Service Guide (NP-030355).  Interested companies to bring comments into CN4. 

Review EC Requirements on Emergency Telecommunications (NP-030401).  Interested companies to bring comments into CN4. 

Participation by CN4 experts urged in the OMA PoC presentation requested at the upcoming WG meetings in Bangkok. 

SA2 considers scenario 2 of 23.234 (WLAN interworking) to be stable.  CN4 can commence work on the stage 3 for these aspects.  Scenario 3 is still not stable.

Minor technical and editorial cleanup of the ATI MNP solution is permitted at CN#22. 

CN5: 

The following work tasks were removed from the workplan: 

      -         Retrieval of Visited Network Capabilities 

      -         Enhanced User Privacy in LCS 

The use of the term "Parlay X" was approved by the CN plenary. 
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
