Charging-Rule-Definition AVP

The Charging-Rule AVP (AVP code x) is of type Grouped, and it defines the charging rule for a service flow sent by the CRF to the TPF. The Charging-Rule-Name AVP uniquely identifies the charging rule within the bearer session and it is used to reference to a charging rule in communication between the TPF and the CRF. The Service-Flow-Filter AVP determines the traffic that belongs to the service flow.
