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CR 29.002  317 rev1 on Indication of deletion of CSI in Notify Subscriber Data Change (Tdoc N4-011197) approved at CN4#10 in Brighton claims to be a R99 essential correction. It provides means to indicate the deletion of one or more CSIs due to HLR administration to the CSE.

After detailed checking Siemens believe that this CR is not an essential correction since deletion of a CSI and deactivation of a CSI (which effectively is a modification of a CSI) are not essentially different; they result in the same behavior.  The indication of deletion of CSI is believed to be an addition of a feature rather than a correction. 

Siemens therefore cannot agree on the CR for R99 and ask CN4 to withdraw their approval.
