Although there was useful progress on the specifications for the IMS, with the main call control specifications from CN1 being put under change control, there is still a lot of work to be done before the specification set can be seen as stable. SA #15 therefore decided to defer to June 2002 the date for declared completion of Release 5. Several specific items were deferred from Release 5, because they are expected not to be ready in June.

The IETF have allocated RFC numbers for several specifications which are required as the basis for 3GPP IMS specifications. However there are still several critical dependencies on IETF work for the completion of the IMS.

On issues of specific interest to CN4, all CRs from CN4 were approved, including the collective CRs to CN4 specifications for CAMEL phase 4. This means that there is a formal inconsistency in the specification set, because the drafts of TS 23.078 and TS 29.078 for CAMEL phase 4 were noted for information rather than being approved. However CN decided that it was better not to have large-scale CRs which would need to be further revised to be against the new base versions of the specifications.

The new work item description for the Sh interface and the updated work item description for the Cx interface were both approved. A further work item, on the work required in CN working groups for the Multimedia Broadcast and Multicast Services, was referred to CN1, CN3 and CN4 for review; we are asked to provide comments to CN1.

SA #15 approved the stage 2 specification for core network signalling security for GTP. We now have the information we need in CN4 to draft the corresponding CR to 29.060.

SA #15 approved the stage 2 specification for MAP application level security, including the automatic transfer of secret keys and security policy information between the key administration centre and MAP entities. SA3 experts will join this CN4 meeting to provide further information on the requirements for the protocol for this information transfer.

SA #15 has asked CN4 (by way of an extract from the SA meeting report, which has been sent out on the CN4 email reflector) to provide information on the impact of two proposed changes related to Immediate Service Termination (IST):

What would be the impact on CN4 specifications of replicating into Release 4 (and Release 5) the requirement for support of a method of IST which does not rely on CAMEL (this requirement is already in Release 99)?

What would be the impact on CN4 specifications of making IST applicable to both UTRAN access and GSM access?
