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Nokia’s contribution N4-020060 introduced the concept that any of the public identities belonging to a service profile identify the whole service profile. That introduced the wrong assumptions that what is being registered is a service profile and that implicit registration is tied to service profiles.

This contribution expresses Ericsson’s view, and what we think it is SA2’s view, on implicit registration.

In TS 23.228 4.3.3.2 (definition of public identity) we can read, regarding implicit registration:

-
It shall be possible to register globally (i.e. through one single UE request) a subscriber that has more than one public identity via a mechanism within the IP multimedia CN subsystem (e.g. by using a Service Profile). This shall not preclude the user from registering individually some of his/her public identities if needed.

Our understanding of the mention to “Service Profile” is that a service profile could be a means to group the identities to be implicitly registered, not that the existence of a service profile automatically implies that implicit registration is applied. Public identities do not belong to service profiles, they can be seen as pointers to service profiles. Services profiles are not registered, public identities are.

Proposal

1.
To agree on the principle that implicit registration is not necessarily tied to the definition of service profiles.

2.
To specify the procedures in TS 29.228 assuming that implicit registration is not active.

3.
To add the following new chapter to TS 29.228 describing how the affected procedures are modified when implicit registration is applied.

6.x
Implicit registration

Implicit registration is the mechanism by which a user is allowed to register simultaneously more than one of his/her public identities. The HSS knows the identities that are to be implicitly registered when it receives the indication of the registration of an individual identity.

What follows is an extension of the affected basic procedures.

6.x.1
S-CSCF initiated procedures

The result of the S-CSCF initiated procedures affects  all the public identities that are configured in the HSS to be registered implicitly. 

6.x.1.1
Registration

The notification of a registration of a public identity affects all the public identities that are configured in the HSS to be registered implicitly. The profile information downloaded in the response contains the list of implicitly registered public identities . This allows the S-CSCF to know the implicitly registered public identities.
6.x.1.2
De-registration

The de-registration of a public identity implies the de-registration of all the corresponding implicitly registered public identities, both in the HSS and in the S-CSCF. The S-CSCF shall include in the request all the corresponding implicitly registered public identities. 

6.x.2
HSS initiated procedures

6.x.2.1
User profile updating

A request sent by the HSS to update user profile information in the S-CSCF shall include all the corresponding public identities and their profile information.

6.x.2.2 
De-registration
A request sent by the HSS to de-register a public identity shall include all the corresponding public identities.
