1. Introduction

The user may have several service profiles. From the subscription management point of view it would be beneficial if the service profiles can be identified. Also this enables that in the future releases the user profile can be updated and modified per service profile. Therefore, this paper proposes that a new ServiceProfileID (integer) attribute is defined for identifying the service profile in a similar way as the filter criteria can be identified.

2. Proposal

The following changes are proposed for the TS 29.228. In addition, the change should be reflected in the XML schema definition.

The following picture gives an outline of the UML model of the Service Profile class:
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Figure B.2.1: Service Profile
Each instance of the Service Profile class consists of one or several instances of the class Public Identification. Public Identification class contains the public identities of the user associated with that service profile. The information in the Core Network Service Authorization and Initial Filter Criteria classes apply to all public identity instances, which are included in one Service profile class. ServiceProfileID identifies uniquely the particular instance of the Service Profile class within the IMS subscription. 
Each instance of the Service Profile class contains zero or one instance of the class Core Network Service Authorization.

Editor’s Note: The content of this information element is FFS. The intention is that it can be used to carry information that can be forced at CN level like, e.g. the maximum number or simultaneous multimedia sessions of a user.

Each instance of the class Service Profile contains zero or several instances of the class Initial Filter Criteria.
