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Discussion:

The problem has been discussed in previous meetings. This discussion paper attempts to summarise those discussions and offer a solution.

Proposal:

Once the old SGSN receives the SGSN Context Acknowledge message, it is proposed that the old SGSN always keeps the PDP contexts, until a certain, follow up event takes place. The proposal is illustrated in the table below:

	'Request accepted'
	Keep the contexts until timer expires, or ‘Cancel Location’ is received

	'System failure'
	Keep the contexts until the next event

	'Mandatory IE incorrect'
	Keep the contexts until the next event

	Keep the contexts until the next event

	'Optional IE incorrect'
	Keep the contexts until the next event

	'No resources available'
	Keep the contexts until the next event

	'Invalid message format’
	Keep the contexts until the next event

	'Authentication failure'
	Keep the contexts until the next event

	'Roaming restriction'
	Keep the contexts until the next event
