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1. Introduction

The latest TS29.202 includes "draft-ietf-sigtran-m3ua-07.txt" as normative annex. However, the latest version of M3UA Internet Draft is  "draft-ietf-sigtran-m3ua-12.txt".
2. Discussion

Considering compatibility with IETF, the 3GPP specification should refer to the latest version of Internet draft. However, it is noted "The document included in this Annex is the latest available Internet-Draft at the time of writing. When the IETF issues the RFC to this Internet-Draft then a change request will be provided to replace the text in Annex A with a reference in section 2".

Does the CR contain detail information about changes of the Internet Draft?

It is easy that the full text of the annex is replaced with the latest Internet Draft. However, considering the operator that deploys the signalling gateway that is compliant to the current TS29.202, it is desirable that the CR contains detail information.

3. Proposal

In order that the mobile operators can deploy the signalling gateway that is compliant to the 3GPP specification and compatible with IETF, the 3GPP specification shall refer to the latest version of Internet draft.

If change of the annex is agreed and replacing the full text is agreed, NTT DoCoMo issues the CR.
