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Currently within 29.332, section 5.2 reads as follows;-

5.2
Termination names

The Termination ID structure for PSTN terminations shall follow the guidelines of H.248. 

With ephemeral ATM/AAL2 and IP endpoint bearer types the internal structure of Termination ID is irrelevant for IM-MGW and MGCF and therefore Termination ID is only numeric identifier for termination.

Nortel Networks believes that the comments in chapter 5, prior to section 5.1 are contradictory to those in 5.1 and 5.2.  Specifically, whilst 5.2.1 and 5.2.2 refer explicitly to 29.232 for definition of the Termination Naming Conventions, the text above this suggests that H.248 should be the reference point.  Whilst H.248 does define some guidelines, the text that is referred to within 29.232 gives a more restrictive definition and so the reference to H.248 is redundant.

In addition, for ephemeral terminations, 29.232 states that the first three bits of the termination ID should have a specific value to identify it as ephemeral.  The text included in chapter 5 (prior to 5.2.1) states that for ephemeral terminations, ‘the internal structure of Termination ID is irrelevant…’ but then goes on to refer to 29.232 in 5.2.1.  

Proposal

Nortel networks think that the text included between the section heading and 5.2.1 is confusing and unnecessary.  Therefore, Nortel proposes that this text is removed.
