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1. Overall Description:

Several 3GPP members (Intel, AT&T Wireless, Cisco, Huawei, Nokia, Nortel, Motorola, RIM, Telecom Italia) are co-authors of a new IETF draft on EAP-based network discovery and selection.  The URL is: http://www.ietf.org/internet-drafts/draft-adrangi-eap-network-discovery-and-selection-00.txt .

The draft first describes the problem to be solved (discovery and selection of mediating networks such as 3GPP VPLMNs for WLAN roaming).  It then factors the problem into three parts:  identification of a delivery mechanism for network information, data model and syntax for representing the information, and mechanism for conveying the client’s selection to the WLAN.  Alternative solutions considered include:  use of SSID broadcasts, enhancements to 802.11 beacon frames, active scanning with probe request/responses, use of an SSID database on the UE, and use of EAP.  The preferred solution, based on EAP, is further developed in the draft in accordance with the recommendations of RFC 2284bis.  

This draft will be presented at the next IETF meeting on the evening of Monday, November 10, in Minneapolis.  SA2 would like to invite the participation of CN1 representatives in developing the draft further in the IETF to define a standard solution suitable for WLAN VPLMN selection.
