The Different Scenarios of Ended Calls and their Mapping to OSA 

A abandons the call:

RouteCallToDestinationReq() not sent -> callFaultDetected(P_CALL_FAULT_USER_ABORTED) to be sent;

RouteCallToDestinationReq() sent and call not yet successfully established-> RouteCallToDestinationErr(callErrorCallAbandoned) to be sent;


RouteCallToDestinationReq() sent and call successfully established-> routeRouteCallToDestinationRes(CallEnded) to be sent.

This implies the Gateway has to make sure it is aware of the fact that the call IS established.

B abandons the call (with monitors set with interrupt):

RouteCallToDestinationRes(disconnect);

B abandons the call (with monitors set without interrupt):

RouteCallToDestinationRes(call ended);
