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Introduction

In this paper Lucent Technologies identifies the need for a more specific need to specify the exception handling in the Framework. The method descriptions in the OSA stage 2 3G TS 23.127 are considered insufficient to clearly identify which exception is to be thrown in which particular case. Furthermore, Lucent Technologies does not consider the stage 2 specification the right place to add these detailed descriptions. One suggestion is to add the descriptions on exception handling to the sections on the State Transition Diagrams.

The following section lists a few examples of where clarifications would be desired. Please note that it is not the intention of this paper to include an exhaustive list here.

Examples of where clarifications would be useful

Which exception should be raised by initiateClientAuthentication() in case the clientAppId is invalid? 3G TS 23.127 lists no error, whereas the IDL in 3G TS 29.198 lists an exception of type TpGeneralException.

Which exception should be raised if an invalid session is passed to disableHeartBeat() or changeTimePeriod() in Ip(App)HeartBeatMgmt?

Should an exception be raised if NULL is passed as an appAuthInterface to requestAccess() or is this up to the implementor of IpAuthentication?

What should happen if the prescribedMethod, just determined using selectAuthMethod(), is not used in authenticate()?

How does one indicate that a specific framework interface is not supported at obtainInterface() in IpAccess, is an exception raised or is NULL returned?

What is the response by the framework if it foes not agree with an agreement text, proposed by the application in signServiceAgreement()?

What exception should be raised by terminateServiceAgreement() in IpAccess if an invalid serviceToken or terminationText is passed to it?

Conclusion

The framework interface crosses domain boundaries. The behaviour of the framework should therefore be specifically specified. Lucent Technologies kindly requests the meeting to discuss this issue and cosider to accept the proposal to include these specifications to the State Transition Diagram sections of 3G TS 29.198.
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
