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1 Introduction

Alcatel endorses the liaison and proposes that the stage 1 VHE requirements shall in addition support the business model proposed in the liaison Tdoc N5-000183 for the end-user and subscriber paradigm. The figures 1and 2 below in Section 2 give the applicability of the concepts of enterprise operator and end user/subscriber. Since this is a Joint Group between  3GPP CN5/SA1/SA2 we would like to stress that these requirements should be considered in the VHE requirements and discussed thoroughly at their next meetings so that the work in the Joint 3GPP CN5/SPAN03 can proceed.

2 Subscription Business model

In PARLAY 2.1 the subscription business model puts the client application in the role of a user (or a service consumer) while the enterprise operator plays the role of the service subscriber. See Figure 1 where the roles of the Enterprise operator, Client Application and  framework with regard to subscription business model are given.

The subscription business model can also be applied to the  subscriber and End Users. . This is also illustrated in figure 1 where the subscriber acts in the role of the Client Applications subscriber  who signs contract about the client application usage to the framework,  who in its turn acts in the role of client application retailer. After authorisation by the framework the end user then uses the client applications in the role of user or consumer of client applications. 

Since the applicability of  the subscription model for the Application Provider requirements falls under the responsibility of the OSA group, while the applicability of the End user/subscriber  requirements falls under the responsibility of the VHE group.it is requested that both groups consider the liaison for their field of responsibility.
