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DISCUSSION
This document identifies some issues concerning the Connectivity Manager SCF Document (DTS/SPAN-120070-10) generated from the UML model.

1.
What to compare?

There is no previous ETSI or 3GPP version of this document, like there is for all the other interfaces.  All I can compare it with is Richard's version of the API which he distributed on 3rd of August last by e-mail.  This version has all the Sequence Diagrams together, all the class diagrams together etc. in his 4 Part1 documents, so any comparison is difficult since parts of Connectivity Manager are described in 4 different documents.

2.
What was done:

I re-arranged the text which preceeded the Interface descriptions in Richard's document.  The Connectivity Manager part in Richard's document had items such as Introduction , Scope, definitions, abbreviations etc.  which I moved to the opening clauses.  There was also separate Data description text in the Interface Description document which was moved to Data section.  I tried (I think I succeeded) to save all text in Richard's documents associated with CM.

Errors Raised were added to each method from UML.

Sequence Diagrams have been checked and are identical. 

Class Diagrams have same description text (copied from Richard's documents) but diagrams themselves show type TpNameDescripTag and any related associations as missing from model (all the circled M symbols).  This is explained in the text in the Data section (copied from Richard's documents).

Some slight differences in method or parameter text descriptions between what was in Richard's documents and what was in the UML model I inherited - not much attention paid to this since CN5 has not really ever reviewed Connectivity Manager.  In any instance where the text differed significantly (i.e. not editorially in my opinion), Richard's document's text was taken.
