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Introduction

ETSI, Parlay and 3GPP work jointly on a set of API’s for Open Service Access, and publish the same API via 3GPP, ETSI and Parlay channels. It has been identified that in order for the API’s to truly be the same, it is also necessary to have a common IDL-namespace. 
In 3GPP OSA Release 5 ‘org.threegpp.osa’ was used, while Parlay uses ‘org.parlay’. 

During E-mail discussions several names were proposed. The final proposal agreed over the E-mail list was 
‘org.csapi’, which stands for Common Service API’s.

Proposal

It is therefore proposed to use the IDL-name space ‘org.csapi’ for the API’s which are developed jointly by 3GPP-CN5, ETSI SPAN12 and Parlay, and also for all other API’s developed by 3GPP-CN5 and ETSI SPAN12. 
Parlay API’s which are not (yet) within the scope of the joint API work, will be published by Parlay using the IDL-name space ‘org.parlay’.
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
