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Problem

In the FW to SVC interfaces for load management, and also for fault management, there are references to a list of APL IDs.  As there is a 1-2-1 mapping between a service instance (service manager) and an APL and also between an IpSvc* interface and a service instance, then there is no need to pass APL IDs across the API.  However, in some cases there is a need to specify whether the subject of the method is the FW, a client application, or both. 

Proposal

Lucent would like to propose the introduction of a new type with the following values:


TpSubjectType


P_SUBJECT_UNDEFINED 
= 0
- The subject of this query/notification is undefined


P_SUBJECT_CLIENT_APP 
= 1
- The subject of this query/notification is a client application


P_SUBJECT_FW

= 2
- The subject of this query/notification is the framework

These values can be logically OR’d together if the subject is, e.g., both the FW and the client APL.  Lucent does not believe that TpDomainID is appropriate in this case, as the context is different.  Also TpDomainID contains EntOp, which is not applicable in this context.

Resulting changes

The following data type needs to be added:

TpSubjectType

Defines the subject of a query/notification request/result.  These values can be logically OR’d together.
