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Introduction

The accompanying CR addresses a solution to resolve the inconsistency in 120070-3 Section 7.1.2.6 “Heartbeat Management : Start/perform/end heartbeat supervision of the application” between the text (incl. title) and the sequence diagram itself.  

The history section in the present document sketches the origin of Section 7.1.2.6, earlier proposals for correction and the impact on and solution for the inconsistency between the text and sequence diagram.

History

- At CN5#12 it was agreed to modify the Heartbeat mechanism as proposed in N5-010579 (Lucent). The text in 120070-3 on “Heartbeat Management : Start/perform/end heartbeat supervision of the application” is aligned with the text of N5-010579. The sequence diagram in 120070-3 combines elements of the sequence diagrams included in N5-010579 (i.e. the resulting diagram combines elements of the diagram proposed to be deleted and the diagram proposed to be inserted).



Solution, as proposed in accompanying CR, for resolving the inconsistency consists in the alignment 

of the sequence diagram with the text by introducing following corrections to the sequence diagram : 


a) Replace “application” by “framework” (both in the sequence diagram and in the note-box)




b) Replace “enableHeartBeat( )” by “enableAppHeartBeat( )”




c) Replace “disableHeartBeat( )” by “disableAppHeartBeat( )”




d) Apply colour convention as in remainder of specification”

- At CN5#13 it was agreed, as proposed in N5-010891 (Huawei), to change “application” to “framework” in the Heartbeat Management sequence diagram.



Since the agreement at CN5#13 is limited to a sub-element of the inconsistency, it is proposed in this 

contribution to adopt a solution addressing all sub-elements of the inconsistency.



Solution, as proposed in accompanying CR, for resolving the inconsistency consists in the alignment 

of the sequence diagram with the text by introducing following corrections to the sequence diagram : 


a) Replace “application” by “framework” (both in the sequence diagram and in the note-box)




b) Replace “enableHeartBeat( )” by “enableAppHeartBeat( )”




c) Replace “disableHeartBeat( )” by “disableAppHeartBeat( )”




d) Apply colour convention as in remainder of specification”
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
