Subject: RE: LS-reply on Joint Meeting SA5/CN5/T2 on MMS charging

Dear Ard-Jan,

thanks for Your reply. Please find my comments below.

> Before replying on it formally by the complete CN5 group, I 

> would like to know more about the specific topic for such a 

> Joint Meeting.

1.) The main topic of the joint meeting is planned to be pre-paid charging

for MMS - which is intended to be a topic for MMS REL-6. In addition

discussions on Advice of Charge mechanisms (e.g. in case a recipient of a

message is supposed to pay) might also be on the JM agenda. At least that is

what is envisaged so far.

2.) However, the actual agenda certainly also depends on how far SA5 is with

their work on MMS REL-5 charging. If there's still open issues on MMS REL-5

charging at that point in time, then this would certainly be a topic for the

JM. Note that the main addition in REL-5 is the charging of events on the

interface between MMS systems and VASPs (MM7 reference point in the MMS

architecture).

3.) In addition, for REL-6 of MMS the extension of that MMS-VASP interface

to OSA-based authentication, authorisation, etc. is also envisaged -

possibly with the need for OSA expansion to support a messaging

functionality. (In this context please refer to an earlier LS to CN5, SA5

and others from T2's February meeting.) Hence, discussions about a.) the

implementation of such an OSA-based MM7 and b.) in particular on the

charging-specific issues related to such an approach could also be on the

agenda.

I understand that CN5 might not be interested in all of the above potential

agenda items of such a JM. Therefore CN5 might want to indicate in their LS

which topic(s) they are interested in. Additionally, CN5 could define

conditions under which they would be interested to participate in that JM,

e.g. only if clause 3.) above is on the agenda.

I hope that helps clarifying.

PS: On issue 3.) it might even be needed to first have a JM of T2 and CN5

only to figure out the detailed requirments for a (new) OSA messaging

functionality in order to support MMS and for MMS in order to use OSA for

MM7. Except for the initial LS mentionned above there's not much work been

done so far.
