- Motorola comment: The URL "http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/archive/" seems not to always contain the latest TS versions.
2. Change XML TS titles from: "... eXtensible Markup Language (XML) file format definition" to "... eXtensible Markup Language (XML) Solution Set (SS)"
- Siemens comment: Could this proposal be implemented without updating the TS titles? 
3. Explicit that the IRP Versions returned by Kernel CM IRP operation "getNRMIRPVersion" includes those of the supported NRM XML SSs
- Siemens comment: Could an alternate solution be to add an operation "getXMLNRMVersions" to Bulk CM IRP? 
 
As input to this e-mail discussion, the following points should be considered: 
         For 1. : By checking manually in the "archive" folders, the latests versions seems to be present however this has to be confirmed with ETSI/MCC. 
 
         For 2. : The Operation getNRMIRPVersion (M) definition (*) is specifically applicable to Network Resource IRP Solution Sets. 
 
         For 3. : This proposal is not generic because it would require adding a specific IS operation, while the solution consisting in retrieving the NRM IRP Versions through Kernel CM IRP operation "getNRMIRPVersion" would be applicable to further cases. For instance for Inventory Management, Subscriber Management.
