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1. Overall Description:

ITU-R WP8F has started to develop a deliverable on the essential technical and operational high level characteristics required in mobile systems to support IP applications, in response to Question ITU-R 223-1/8. It was recognised that the development of this new deliverable must be closely co-ordinated with ITU-R WP8A, and that it could benefit from the assistance of External Organisations (like 3GPP) in a number of areas, in addition to the contributions from ITU members.

3GPP already developed two contributions on this topic that were submitted to ITU-R WP8F#16 and #17, respectively.

At its last meeting (#17, Helsinki, 12-19 October 2005), WP 8F had developed a Workplan for M.[IP CHAR] and a preliminary draft composite document that will be used as a basis for discussion at the next meeting of WP 8F (#18). This composite document was drafted trying to encompass, in a comprehensive manner, the material provided in the several input documents that were received.

Both the Workplan and the preliminary draft composite document were sent out to External Organisations in order to solicit input for the next meeting of WP 8F (#18, 25 January – 1 February 2006). See RT-050036.

According to the Workplan, a second draft of PDNR ITU-R M.[IP CHAR] will be sent out to External Organisations following WP8F#18 (25 January – 1 February 2006) and WP8F#19 (3-10 May, 2006). The PDNR ITU-R M.[IP CHAR] will be finalised at the earliest at WP8F#20 in August 2006.

ITU-R Ad Hoc think that the topics addressed by M.[IP CHAR] are relevant for many WGs within 3GPP and therefore an action plan in proposed in order to ensure that each and every WG in 3GPP has the opportunity to review it.

Having checked the meetings schedule of both ITU-R WP8F and 3GPP WGs, it is suggested that 3GPP WGs would review M.[IP CHAR] on the basis of the next draft that will be circulated following WP8F#18 (25 January – 1 February 2006), in time for sending comments from 3GPP side by WP8F#19 (3-10 May, 2006). For the time being, only a preliminary response to ITU-R WP8F has been prepared by ITU-R Ad Hoc (see RT-050043), simply announcing detail comments by WP8F#19 and providing updated versions of the relevant 3GPP deliverables. The proposed action plan is summarised in the figure below.
Since M.[IP CHAR] will be finalised at the earliest at WP8F#20 in August 2006, it would be possible for 3GPP to further contribute to M.[IP CHAR], based on the progress of work.

If this proposed action plan is acceptable to TSGs#30, ITU-R Ad Hoc will ensure that the next draft of M.[IP CHAR] produced by ITU-R WP8F#18 (25 January – 1 February 2006) will be circulated to each and every 3GPP WG in time for their February meetings (only CT6 would require some correspondence activity).

Each WG will be requested to check the document for inconsistencies and to consider any additional material that it is felt important to be included in M.[IP CHAR].

ITU-R Ad Hoc will collect the outcome of the discussion in 3GPP WGs so that a proposed detailed response can be submitted for approval to TSGs#31 for subsequent submission to ITU-R WP8F#19.
