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1. Executive summary

CT1 has had two meetings since CT #32; CT1#42-bis and CT1#43. During CT1#42-bis, a WG-meeting focusing on a limited numer of Rel-7 WIs, the group made good progress and had the necessary time for detailed technical discussions. During CT1#42-bis 230 documents were treated. CT1#43 was a regular CT1 meeting where the group had parallell sessions for 1,5 days. The usage of parallell sessions was successful and the group treated 530 documents in total without having unacceptable long evenings.
The group has since CT#32 treated a limited number of Rel-5 and Rel-6 corrections but used most of the time for progress of the Rel-7 WIs. The task to remove the editor's notes in the Rel-5 and Rel-6 specifications is progressing well and should e possible to achieve by the end of 2006. CT1#42-bis and CT1#43 agreed 123 CRs in total for approval on the releases 5, 6 and 7. The group has also made significant progress to many Rel-7 WIs and 3 specifications are provided for information to CT#33. In addition, there are one updated WIDs for approval on a combined WI for 'SIP trace' and 'service level trace'. 
The CT1 meeting report from CT1 #43 is provided for information to this meeting by the CT1 MCC expert Andrijana Brekalo in CP-060446. The chairmans report from CT1#42-bis is also provided for information in CP-060445.

CT1 has no specification for approval for this plenary meeting.

4. Issues for action / decision by CT plenary

4.1 Liaison statements to TSG CT plenary

Of the liaison statements from CT1 #42-bis and CT1#43, no LS is destrined to the CT-plenary except in CP-060480 where CT-plenary is copied as the originating LS was destined to the CT-plenary aswell (CP-060493). It is not foreseen that the CT-plenary will need to take any action on this.

CT1 has agreed a number of essential corrections to TS 24.228 and 24.229 in CP-060452. The CR-pack contains one CR to 24.228 on removal of Editor's notes in 24.228 and 12 CRs to 24.229 on removal of Editor's notes in 24.229, correction of realm parameter handling for S-CSCF procedures, SDP reference revision, "Response" value in unprotected Register requests and enabling Rel-5 UE to set up sendonly sessions. The latter CR has no rel-6 and rel-7 mirrors, as the functionality is already available in these releases. It can also be noted that the CRs on removal of the editor's notes in 24.229 is only appliccable to rel-5 and rel-6, as some  companies wanted more time to consider this for rel-7.

The CRs in CP-060453 contains 19 CRs to 24.167, 24.147, 24.247 and 24.229. The CR to 24.167 is on correction of the reference to OMA DM for the 3GPP IMS MO. The CR to 24.247 is on removal of Editor's notes in 24.247. The CRs on 24.147 are on removal of Editor's notes in 24.147 and the CRs on 24.229 are on SDP usage at MGCF, removal of Editor's notes in 24.229, type 3 orig-ioi in I-CSCF, SDP corrections, SDP completion, updates to profile tables UE Major Capabilities, final codec selection and receipt of SIP URI with URI parameter user equals "phone" at the I-CSCF. The latter CR has no rel-7 mirror as this issue is only appliccable to rel-6.

CP-060457 contains seven CRs on TS 23.040 and on 43.069.  The CR on 43.069 is on max user data length in GSM 7bit concatenated uncompressed message with 16 bit reference number, and the CRs on 43.069 are on correction of PCH re-organisation notification and addition of VBS reconfiguration procedure.

Release 7 work items

5.6.1
FBI and FBI-PCBL
CT1 has 5 CRs for approval in CP-060465 on TS 24.229. The CRs on WI FBI are on transit IMS, addition of  the cpc parameter to TS24.229 and miscellaneous corrections in Annex F. In addition there are two CRs on FBI-PCBL on P-CSCF procedures for session release when QoS resources are unavailable and make SDP bandwidth modifiers optional for standard RTCP usage.

EMC1

Document CP-060463 contains 18 EMC1 related CR to 24.229. The CR-pack contains CRs on treatment of emergency requests other than INVITE requests at the P-CSCF, treatment of emergency requests other than INVITE requests at the E-CSCF, handling of Emergency registration in S-CSCF, handling of emergency registration at the UE, location handling E-CSCF, UE emergency deregistration, emergency subscription, P-CSCF emergency subscription, S-CSCF emergency registration, clarification of Emergency Session Setup without prior IMS Registration, clarifications to subclause 5.1.6.1, Non-INVITE requests, IP-CAN for emergency calls, adoption of terminology from draft-ietf-ecrit-requirements, minor corrections to EMC1 text from previous CRs, handling of loacation information at E-CSCF, P-Asserted-Identity in P-CSCF handling and handling of PSAP address mapping result at E-CSCF.

5.6.3
CSICS

Documents CP-060461 and CP-060462 contains CSI related CRs to 24.279 and TS 24.008. The 6 CRs in CP-060461 are on merging of the call procedures for both IMS-first and CS-first with UE capability version, correction of chapter 4, correction of criteria for initiating capability exchange, OPTIONS request inside a session, usage of UCV and PMI and tel URI usage during session setup. 
The CRs in CP-060462 contains two linked CRs to TS 24.008 and TS 24.279. These CRs are on coding of the User-User information element for IMS status and provision and exchange of IMS status. After CT1#43, it was discovered that the CR on provision and exchange of IMS status (#0019 to 24.279) contained a colliding change that should have been removed by CT1#43. Due to this, there are company contributions in CP-060472 and CP-060473 that corrects this and replaces both CRs in CP-060462. The reason for providing revisions of both CRs in the CR-pack is to correct cover sheet details on both CRs and correctly link them toghether.

5.6.4
EVGCS
Document CP-060464 contains 7 EVGCS related CRs. The CR-pack contains CRs to 43.068 on failure cases during VGCS call establishment, common AMR configurations for VGCS and VBS, extension of Group ID, EVGCS - remove the limitation of speech version in A interface sharing, indicate the originating relay MSC address to anchor MSC and correction for radio resource assignment. In addition the CR-pack contains one CR on 44.068 on talker priority IEI in Trmination Request Message.

5.6.5
VGCSflex
Document CP-060470 contains two VGCSflex related CRs, one towards 43.068 and one towards 43.069. The CR to 43.068 is on corrections to interoperability with RANflex, and the CR to 43.069 is on addition of interoperability with RANflex.

5.6.6
IMSProtoc
The CRs in CR-pack CP-060468 contain 15 CRs with various clarifications and corrections to TS 23.218, TS 24.167  and TS 24.229. The clarifications to TS 23.218 are on clarification of Cases of Downloading iFC to S-CSCF and S-CSCF handling of terminations when AS modifies the Req-URI. The change to TS 24.167 is on support for DM 1.2 and higher  in IMS MO. The CRs to TS 24.229 are on original dialog identifier, no-fork, connection addres – zero, reference for populating the "Anonymous" From header, usage of P-Associated-URI, clarification of network initiated deregistration to match reginfo format, authentication between UA and UA, treatment by S-CSCF of profile changes for registered  PUIs, Completion of RFC 4320 fixes for 100 Trying responses Non-INVITE Transactions, correction to S-CSCF procedures for UE-originated requests, SCTP transport and originating requests on behalf of an unregistered user. It must be noted that approval of the last mentioned CR (#1418) is dependant of approval of a CR in CT4 (CR#0314 to 29.228) and a CR in SA2 (CR#0601 to 23.228).
The TR 24.930 on example call flows for shortened IMS session setups is provided to the plenary for information in CP-060451. Only minor corrections to existing flows are expected before the TR will be provided  for approval.
5.6.7
IMSconf
The CR-pack in CP-060467 contains one CR to 24.147 on ad-hoc conferencing with multiple users.
5.6.8
NSP-CR
CT1 has one CR to TS 23.122 for approval in document CP-060460. The CR is on Manual PLMN selection power-on.

5.6.9
Globally Routeable User Agent URI (GRUU)

CP-060466 contains 3 CRs on GRUU. One CR to 23.218 on impact of  GRUU on service control in 23.218, and two CRs on 24.229 on introduction of GRUU in 24.229 and S-SCSF procedures to support GRUU. All 3 CRs must be conditionally approved on approval of the corresponding SA2 CR to 23.228 (#0591). The CR to 24.229 on S-CSCF support of GRUU (#1386) is also dependant on the CR on 23.218 (#0089).

5.6.10
TEI-7

CP-060469 contains 8 TEI-7 CRs for several TSs. One CRs on TS 24.008 on implementation option to improve the performance of MM/GMM signaling  procedures,  one CR to TS 27.007 on support for UTF-8 in AT-command +CSCS, two CRs to 43.069 on failure cases during VBS call establishment and support of EFR and AMR codecs for VBS, one CR to TR 29.994 on incorrect handling, by the MS, of messages in which truncation is used, one CR to TS 44.068 on increase VGCS setup timeout (MS timer TMM-est), one CR on TS 44.069 on increase VBS setup timeout (MS timer TMM-est) and finally one CR on TS 44.065 on clean-up for ROHC segmentation.
5.6.11
VCC
The TS 24.206 on voice call continuity between IMS and CS is provided to the plenary for information in CP-060449. There are clearly a number of outstanding issues within TS 24.206, but the WG was of the opinion that the structure and the maturity level of the TS had reached the required 60% . Outstanding issues are:


1. Currently the document addresses all the network functionality within a single VCC application. Stage 2 has broken down this architecture into more functional entities, and CT1 needs to decide whether to reflect this decomposed architecture at stage 3. This has minimal technical impact, because the internal interfaces between these decomposed functional entities are left for further study at stage 2.

2. Procedures for initialising the VCC application, and giving the VCC application the status of the IMS registration need to be provided. These are expected to be normal generic IMS procedures, and no special VCC issues are envisaged.

3. In some cases there are alternative procedures to using CAMEL. It needs to be ensured that these procedures are complete.

4. The procedures need additional clarification on what tests should be performed before a call is anchored, and what tests are performed before handover. Some of this will be implementation dependent.

5. CT1 needs to discuss how much text is required relating to the relationship between the VCC application and other application servers. There is a need to visit some functionality of the VCC application first, then go to other applications, and then return to the VCC application, and this needs to be represented in the text.
6. A number of specific error procedures still need to be documented.
7. This list is dependent on the current stage 2 contents, and does not include items where contributions are still being made, but have not been resolved, against the stage 2 document.

5.6.12
SDoUE

The TS 24.305 on selective disabling of UE capabilities is provided to the plenary for information in CP-060450. Outstanding issues are:

1. Access to the SDoUE MO when in VPLMN.

2. Behaviour of the UE when services are disabled.

5.6.13
OAM7-Trace-SIP

A revised version of the WID for the combination of SIP-trace and Service Level Trace was agreed in CT1#43. The WID is a CT-wide WI with CT1 as the main responsible WG. The WID has been endorsed by CT3 and CT4, and is sent to the CT-plenary for approval in CP-060448.
