There is contention on how the SIP methods and procedures will have to be adapted to support the delivery of CSI capability information by the CSI AS / MGCF to the MGCF / CSI AS respectively. 

There is also contention on how MGCF should adapt the CSI capability information into the appropriate ISUP signalling messages and information fields.

The resolution of these contentious issues is additionally dependent on availability of relevant IETF drafts for 3GPP to make reference to in order that 24.229, 24.279 and 29.163 CRs can be agreed.
