Alcatel-Lucent kindly point out that the Open Mobile Alliance (OMA) is in the process of defining a web service interface for device management. We raised this issue in CT5 a while back and provided CT5 with public OMA references to ongoing work. We hoped some liaison would have been established as a result, sadly, this has not been the case although an LS was sent to OMA from CT5 on this issue. We believe that two specifications for a web service interface mobile device management will not only confuse the industry but will lead to industry fragmentation as well as interoperability issues. 

We strongly recommend CT5 to work closely with OMA, especially the OMA DM Working Group, in order to seek a common web service definition and avoid fragmenting the emerging web service specifications.

Based on the text in discussion paper and the work done in CT3, Huawei strongly recommends standardizing only the MGC(F) terminated solution. 

Huawei does not believe that even if 3GPP takes the MGW option, it will limit the number of options considering the "de-facto" MGCF option standardized by ITU-T.

In conclusion Huawei believes that the MGC(F) option is the approach to move forward not only for 3GPP but for the whole industry. It minimizes implementation time and effort and most importantly minimizes cost for the operators and vendors. What can be seen as technically equal in a scope of the study item, can be very different when it is considered in a broader scope.

The companies agree that both alternatives are equally feasible with their own advantages. There are no technical deficiency why either the MGCF or the IM-MGW should not be selected.

Only required parameters (e.g. SDP lines, etc.) need to be transferred between the control and user planes through the Mn interface.

Drawbacks in case H.245 is terminated in MGCF

· It is has not been required earlier for MSC Server to be aware of media components of Circuit Switched multimedia telephony.

· Capacity demand increases on the Mn interface when H.245 messages are piggy-packed from MGW to MGCF.

· Possible latency related problems may surface if MGCF is located far away from MGW (i.e. in case MGCF is located in another country than MGW).

· There is additional complexity in Mn interface to transfer H.245 related signaling information.

Benefits in case H.245 is terminated in MGW

· H.245 based UserInputIndication (DTMF) can be easily mapped to RFC2833 based RTP payload if H.245 is terminated within MGW.

· It is easier to implement services that require temporary user plane rerouting (e.g. Customizable video ring back content), which require that MGW will hide changes of another side of multimedia telephony call from calling subscriber.

· In any case H.245 need to be partly handled by MGW (3G-324M termination). It is minor additional complexity for MGW to terminate it fully.

· Other integrated service functionalities can be implemented more easily when H.245 is terminated within MGW.

At the joint meeting between TISPAN WG3 and 3GPP CT1 in Budapest in November 2006, it was agreed to have duplicated specification text for the stage 3 specification text for the Multimedia Telephony Supplementary Services. The 3GPP version of this is documented in annexes to TS 24.173 for Rel-7, and work is ongoing in 3GPP as well as in TISPAN to ensure that the 3GPP versions and the TISPAN versions of the specification text is aligned. Both groups do their best to align the specifications but the process takes some leadtime as TIPAN and 3GPP meetings and plenary cycles are not aligned timewise.

For historical reasons, the annexes are still documented as temporary annexes in TS 24.173, which can indicate that the annexes are not stable or will not remain in TS 24.173 in Rel-7. Other organisations, like 3GPP2, may consequently be reluctant to refer to the 3GPP TS 24.173 as the term “temporary Annexes” unfortunately can be understood as annexes that will be removed from the Rel-7 version of the TS. At least; to comply with the drafting rules in 3GPP TS 21.801, annexes shall be marked as normative or informative, the concept of temporary annexes can be used during work in progress, but does not exist for 3GPP documentation under change control.
To comply with the drafting rules in 3GPP TS 21.801, the word ‘temporary’ is removed from the annexes and replaced with ‘normative’. This is shown in the attached file 24173-200-mod.zip.

Alcatel-Lucent cannot accept proposed changes because Alcatel-Lucent did not have time to check the proposed changes of Ericsson. Also following technical concerns were raised by Alcatel-Lucent:
· Alcatel-Lucent are not prepared to accept normative annexes without the organisational partners decision on where this work goes (Common IMS framework),
· It has NOT been agreed to have duplicated annexes,
· It is agreed that the current duplications should represent correct material, but we do not accept normative duplications as a matter of principle.
Motorola and Huawei support proposal because temporary annexes cannot exist in 3GPP specifications. Based on 3GPP rules the Annexes have to be either Informative or Normative.

It was agreed to approve the document even though Alcatel-Lucent maintained their strong objection against the changes. Alcatel-Lucent reminded the meeting that the decision in 3GPP should be based on consensus. After repeating the questions Alcatel-Lucent remained the only company objecting and so reluctantly agreed not to sustain their opposition and to go with the majority.
It was agreed by CT Plenary that if PGC fails to approve the Common IMS proposal of IMS OP ad hoc group proposal - the decision has to be considered again by CT Plenary.
