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1 EXecutive summary

1.1 CT3 Meetings

The following CT3 meeting has taken place since the last TSG CT plenary:

· CT3#46:        5th – 9th November,  2007,  Sophia Antipolis, France. Hosted by ETSI
During CT3#46, a joint session with TISPAN WG3  was arranged to discuss the transfer of  specifications to CT3 for the common IMS. Also a joint session with TISPAN WG3 and CT1, CT3 and CT4 was arranged to conclude on overall aspects of the transfer.

During CT3#46,  262 documents were discussed. 
The present status report, CP-070716,  summarises the results from the meeting and presents the current status of  the work in CT3. The detailed draft meeting report is contained in CP-070717.

1.3 Administrative work

1.3.1 TR/TS Rapporteurship
Christer Holmberg (Ericsson) took over as rapporteur for TR 29.863 after Nico Gabriele (Vodafone) who no longers attends CT3.
1.4 Major problems / achievements

Major problems

· There was some  progress on SAE, in particular on PCC, but still there is a lack of stable stage 2 specifications.
Major achievements

· Good progress on the remaining unfinished Rel-7 WIs. The work on the  related TRs/TSs are now considered complete except for the usual maintenance work.
· It was agreed to take over responsibility for the relevant parts of IMS specifications to be transferred from TISPAN. In particular, this includes TISPAN endorsements of TS 29.162 and TS 29.163. It also  includes one new Rel-8 WID on Overlap Signalling. In addition, several CT-wide WIDs for this transfer were endorsed by CT3. An LS was sent to SA/SA2 to indicate that CT3 and TISPAN WG3 is ready to start the work on transferring the Gq’ interface specifications, possibly to be merged with Rx. This depends on the outcome of SA2 discussions.
· A revised WID on IMS-CS Multimedia Interworking was agreed. Enhancements of MONA procedures for the Mn interface are planned to be specified in Rel-8.
1.5 Technical summary

1.5.1 Earlier releases

No CRs on Rel-6 or earlier releases were agreed.. 
1.5.2 Rel-7 work items

Some of the important changes that were agreed:
· Policy and Charging Control [PCC]

The technical work on Policy and Charging Control (PCC) progressed well. 17 CRs for TS 29.212 and TS 29.213 and TS 29.214  were agreed.   Several of the CRs were related to reply LSs from SA2.
· IMS interworking with CS networks[IMS-CCR-IWCS, PktCbl-Intw,  FBI]

7 CRs, several of them initiated by TISPAN, were agreed

1.5.3 Rel-8 Work Items

For the following Work Items, CRs or new draft text were agreed:
· SAE

A number of PCC proposals for TR 29.804 were agreed, but the proposals are still on a high level.
· Multimedia interworking between IMS and CS networks [MIW-IMS]
A proposal for improved support of Media Oriented Negotiation Acceleration (MONA) was agreed to be included in TR29.863

· Inter-IMS Network to Network Interface [FBI2-IOPSI] 

Based on feedback from SA2 it was clarified that the scope of the WI is to describe the interface between IBCFs and TrGWs. Several proposals with basic text for this interface for TR 29.865 were agreed. 

· Unified Guidelines for Diameter usage within 3GPP [SAES-DIAM]
Several proposals for the new TR 29.909 were discussed by mail before the meeting and also during the meeting. A basic version of the TR is available. Here various issues with Diameter will be identified, alternative solutions will be discussed, and common guidelines will be agreed. The plan is to continue the work by email before the next meeting in order to submit the TR to the next plenary. The work is quite urgent in order to have stable guidelines for the Diameter work on SAE in Rel-8.
· Interworking between the 3GPP CS domain with SIP-I as signaling protocol and other networks [SIP_Nc-IW]
A skeleton for the new TS 29.235 was agreed. Here, Interworking with external SIP-I networks, ISUP and BICC networks and IMS (may later be moved to TS 29.163) will be specified. 
1.5.4 Work Plan Review
The table below shows the status of the remaining Rel-7 Work Items and the Rel-8 Work Items at the end of CT3#46 (Sophia Antipolis). Rel-7  WIs that were reported 100% complete at the previous plenary have been removed from the list. 

For the WIs above the double lines, CT3 has the WI leadership. For WIs with several working groups involved, the status is only reported for the CT3 part.
