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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG CT thanks 3GPP TSG CT WG6 for forwarding the LS from the GSMA DG on the use of multiple IMEIs in UEs supporting Multiple GSM radio transceivers.
3GPP TSG CT is not qualified to comment on the service requirements for UEs that contain multiple GSM radio transceivers and multiple active UICC's and would request 3GPP TSG SA WG1 to cover that aspect of the query. However, 3GPP TSG CT would note that while the presence of multiple UICCs is allowed by the 3GPP specifications there is currently a requirement that only one USIM shall be active on any given UICC at any given time.

3GPP TSG CT can confirm that from a signalling / protocol perspective, in the case that the device in question is an integrated mobile (that is a single piece of equipment irrespective of the number of active transceivers) it is expected that a single IMEI will be used. In particular the IMEI is the equipment identity not the transceiver identity.
