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Introduction:
This Technical Specification (TS) was been produced by ETSI Technical Committee Telecommunications and Internet converged Services and Protocols for Advanced Networking (TISPAN) and originally published as ETSI TS 183 008. 

ETSI TS 183 008v2.7.0 was transferred to the 3rd Generation Partnership Project (3GPP) in January 2008 as TS 24.508 v2.7.1 (Release 8) and is submitted to CT WG1#51 for approval. Following the TSG approval, this TS is meant to be frozen.
The contents of the 24.508 are subject to continuing work within the TSG and may change following formal TSG approval. Should the TSG modify the contents of the present document, it will be re-released by the TSG with an identifying change of release date and an increase in version number.
Scope of the document:
The attached document specifies the, stage three, protocol description, of the Terminating Identification Presentation (TIP) and Terminating Identification Restriction (TIR) services, based on stage one and two of the ISDN 
EN 300 094 [3] and ETS 300 095 [4] supplementary services. Within the TISPAN NGN Release 1 Next Generation Network (NGN) the stage 3 description is specified using the IP Multimedia Call Control Protocol based on Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) and Session Description Protocol (SDP).
