Based on discussions with 3GPP experts CT plenary propose to have a managed closure of the CT5 group and transfer their work on OSA to OMA.

The CT5 closure date should be determined by the completion of ongoing work such that a smooth handover to OMA is achieved. CT plenary did not contest the opinion summarised from the CT5 email discussions that any ongoing Rel-8 specification work within CT5 will be completed by CT5. It is an open question  whether such 'ongoing work' included requirements already defined in SA1 but for which no technical realisation in CT5 has begun. If CT5 closes prior to the completion of stage 3 technical realisation of some existing SA1 requirements then OMA should ensure that these requirements are fulfilled.

The future of CT5 in isolation is a matter for CT plenary. However the requirements for OSA are developed in SA1 and CT plenary would like SA to consider how SA1 OSA requirements should be handled in this process. The recommendation from CT plenary is that if OSA technical work is transferred to OMA then in the long run the requirements and technical work should be under the same standards development organization.

CT1 has had two meeting since CT #38, CT1 #51 and CT1#51-bis. At CT1#51, which was the "regular" meeting collocated with CT3 and CT4, the group split for 2 days and handled legacy & SAE in parallel with pure IMS-issues. At CT1#51-bis, the group had a restricted agenda and had main focus on SAE and drafting of the 1st version of the TSs to shift most material from the TR. The group has had more work to do than usual due to common IMS. 33 TSs have been prepared due to TISPAN, and the 1st iteration of CRs from 3GPP2 has caused more IMS-related work than normal. The work for TISPAN maintenance is completed. The split in legacy & SAE versus IMS is in my opinion successful and secure that the group has more time to discuss each document.

The group has since CT #38 treated very few pre Rel-7 documents and used most of the time for Rel-7 and Rel-8 WIs. The amount of Rel-7 CRs is also now on a level that indicates completion of most WIs, but a couple of WIs still need some cleanups. 

On SAE the work progress good, thanks to cooperative delegates and conference calls to coordinate and pre-discuss some documents. At CT1#51, the group, also pre-processed input documents to agree which documents to use as base for further work in order to avoid "beauty contest" of similar proposals on-line. This was a successful exercise and will be performed also to upcoming meetings until the amount if input documents on SAE start to stabilise and decrease. The skeletons of the TSs have now been agreed, and most of the material from the TR has now been transferred to the TSs. The TR will still be used for controversial issues for some time, but in general the work will from now on be performed in the 4 TSs and not in the TR.

CT1 has 25 specifications for approval, 13 specifications for information plus 7 revised and 7 new WIDs for approval.

CT4 have had one meeting since the last CT plenary meeting. The meeting CT4#38 was held in Puerto Vallarta, Mexico, on 28th  January – 1st February 2008 kindly hosted by American friends of 3GPP. 

At CT4#38

We had in parallel sessions on SIP-I, Mc, Mn and Mp-Interface, sessions on IMS, MAP and GTP which were chaired by Toshiyuki Tamura (NEC) and Peter Wild (Vodafone).  About 55 delegates representing about 38 companies were present at the meeting. 

Kimmo Kymäläinen (MCC) was there as usual taking care of the official notes. 

We had no contributions to Release 4 or earlier. In summary we agreed 2CRs for Release 5, 3 CRs for Release 6 and 9 CRs for Release 7. The majority of the documents were on Release 8 issues. 

The meeting report of CT4#38 (distributed on the CT4 email list for review) is provided in document CP‑080010 for information.

At CT4#38 we had a joint session with SA1 on SAE and CT4 invited interested  SA1 delegates to discuss requirements on CAT.

At CT4#38 CT1 invited CT4 delegates to discuss IMS restoration procedures.

Summary of ongoing work:

SAE

A new WID "CT4 aspects of Evolved Packet System" (CP-080026) is agreed to start with normative work and send to plenary for approval. We agreed also on most of the skeletons of the new TSs as basis for future work.

We continued the work on TR 29.803, which is now available as version 0.6.0 (C4-080569). As a way forward we agreed that the focus in future meetings will be the work on the TSs. The TR is seen as a placeholder for CRs on specifications which are already under change control. In addition the TR should be used as a place holder for topics which need to have detailed discussion (controversial topics can be discussed and analysed).

The work on TR 29.805 study for the interworking function (IWF) Diameter -MAP between the core network internal protocols and a new version is agreed as basis for future work(C4-070574). At the last meeting we sent an LS on interworking to pre release 8 to SA3, this time we have received a reply which triggers additional questions to SA1 and CT6. We used the opportunity that SA1 was collocated with us and discussed the LS in a joint session.

IMS

· SIP Digest password change.
We agreed on a set of CRs to support change of password in HSS (CP-080017). This completes the work task on packet cable security in CT4. This requirement from SA3 on password push service might have also impact on specifications in the remit of CT1..

· NASS (Network attachment subsystem) bundled authentication

Based on the incoming LS to CT1 (C1-080368) from a Workshop on the Use of Turkish Letters in the Short Message Service, held by the GSMA, 3GPP has again revisited the topic of possible extensions to the GSM-7 alphabet. The need for a solution for Turkey was acknowledged, and CT1 provided a reply LS to GSMA in C1-080404. The goal is to find a solution to this problem as soon as possible, with the March plenary as a target date. CT1#51-bis discussed a solution to this problem, and 4 CRs, documented in CP-080137 and CP-080138 agreed at CT1#51-bis are provided to CT#39.

During CT1#51-bis, on-line and off-line discussions lead to a solution for how countries could introduce language specific extension tables to the default GSM 7 bit alphabet. This is achieved by introducing a new IE for “Single Shift” in the TP User Data Header. The mechanism is also described as 'national language single shift table'. This mechanism is intended to be used as soon as the proposal is approved to meet Turkey’s urgent need for a solution due to national regulatory requirements. The solution is backwards compatible and will be based on the existing GSM 7 bit default extension table.

In addition to this, a “Locking Shift” mechanism is introduced. This mechanism uses an alterative to the GSM-7 alphabet. This is achieved by introducing a new IE for “Locking Shift” in the TP User Data Header. This mechanism is also described as 'national language locking shift table'. This mechanism is not backwards compatible and is intended as a long term solution. “Long term” is a subjective term and may significantly vary from country to country, but 5+ years was mentioned during CT1#51-bis on this specific national table. It was assumed that most handsets would be replaced by then and would support the Turkish national locking shift table also for sending.

With the locking shift mechanism, it will be possible to optimise the possible maximum number of characters in a single SMS.   However, replacing the GSM 7 bit default alphabet with national versions of this compact alphabet may lead to some unpredictable behaviour in the handsets, as it will not be clear whether handsets will support this option or not and consequently a character may have different fall-backs in different handsets. This could result in a slightly unpredictable end-user experience.

The national locking shift table and the national single shift tables would have the same national characters, possibly in different positions in the tables. As an example, with the Turkish national single shift table active on the sending side the character “ç” would fall-back to “c” in the receiving legacy handset. For the Turkish national locking shift table the character “ç” would fall-back to “¿”, and for the Spanish single shift table the character “ç” would fall-back to “Ç”.

No guidelines for usage of the national single shift table and the national locking shift table can be found in the CR to 23.038 even though this was discussed at CT1#51-bis. Introduction of the locking shift mechanism rely on that terminals from now on will support decoding of the Turkish national locking shift table while encoding of the Turkish national locking shift table is put on hold for years until the majority of Turkish handsets on the market are replaced by handsets that can decode the Turkish national locking shift table. At some point in the future when backwards compatibility problems are considered minimized, handsets can start encoding an SMS using the Turkish locking shift table. Until this point in time, the Turkish single shift table will be used. 

Such aspects are not visible from the proposed CR to 23.038 in CP-080137 either. Due to this, it is a concern that implementations will start using the Turkish national locking shift table for encoding as soon as a new reference version of 23.038 is created. This was not the intention with the mechanism and a statement in the CR is recommended to secure that encoding of an SMS with the Turkish national locking shift table is not performed until some later point in time.

With a national locking shift table in use, there may be no way to express some of the characters from the default GSM 7 bit default alphabet. Using the example with Turkish national locking shift table characters “¿”, “¡”, “è”, “ì”, “Ø”, “ø”, “Æ” and “æ” are impossible to code & decode unless UCS-2 is used. Further, it will be is difficult to predict which characters that are lost from the default GSM 7 bit alphabet when more national locking shift tables are added, as various countries and languages will have their own preference for which characters to use and which to deliberately ignore.
Ericsson proposes two following changes for WG agreed CRs:

1) Revise the CR to 23.038 in CP-080137 to introduce guidelines e.g. in a note. This note could indicate that encoding of an SMS with a national locking shift table is not intended used until on further notice according to recommendations by the respective national regulatory body.
2) Revise the CR to 23.038 in CP-080137 to introduce the characters “¿”, “¡”, “è”, “ì”, “Ø”, “ø”, “Æ” and “æ” into the Turkish national single shift table. This will establish the principle that countries introducing a national locking shift table also will be responsible for incorporating the characters they remove from the default GSM 7 bit alphabet into their national singles shift table. In this way, it will be secured that characters from the default alphabet can be presented without using UCS-2.

During this plenary meeting, there was a request by Ericsson to move responsibility of CP-080069, an already agreed WID by CT1, “WID for Support of Service-Level Interworking for Messaging Services Stage 3” to CT3. The WID is under the rapporteurship of HuaWei and co-signed by Acision, Comverse, China Mobile, Ericsson, Huawei, Telecom Italia, ZTE who with other words have committed to progress the work in CT1. 

The verbal argument given by Ericsson, which indeed should have been submitted in form of a contribution to the plenary for the supporting companies, as well as other companies interested in this work to evaluate the proposal before the meeting, was that CT3 is responsible for “interworking”, and as such a more appropriate group to take on this work.

While CT3 is indeed responsible for "interworking", it must be understood what this “interworking” as defined in the Term of Reference of the CT3 really means:

Terms of reference

Link to terms of reference, updated at TSG#28 (doc CP-050030). 
CT3 is responsible for:

Interworking between a 3GPP PLMN and external nodes or networks. 

The "interworking" to be specified in the proposed WID is completely different with what CT3 chart currently shows. Unlike interworking between ISUP/SIP, or SIP-SIP, the Interworking between SMS&IM is a service-level application interworking. 

Note also that IP-SM-GW is an Application Server which is completely different from inter-domain interworking entity like I-BCF.

Moreover, while CT3 has no expertise and previous work done with SMS, CT1 does have the right expertise and competence which was the reason the WID was originally submitted and agreed in CT1 and not CT3. 

Also to bear in mind is that interaction with SMSIP (which was developed in CT1) will be covered in MESSIW, e.g. the IP-SM-GW will choose to transfer the converted SMS by SMSIP or IM according to some policy, and hence more efficient to handle this in the same group.
Except offloading somewhat the CT1 work, there is no convincing argument seen at this time to move this work to CT3, as CT3 is not responsible for application level interworking. 

In order to not delay the progress of the work, HuaWei requests approval of the WID as agreed by CT1. 

As a matter of compromise, the co-signed companies, other interested parties, and the CT1 and CT3 Chairmen can launch a wider discussion after the plenary meeting and before the next WG meetings to sort out whether an agreement can be reached to move the work to CT3 or to keep it in CT1. Approval of the WID in this plenary will allow that a specification number can be allocated whether the WID ends up in CT3 or remains in CT1 and that the work is progressed rather than kept in limbo.
