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1. Overall Description:

TSG CT understands that in order to facilitate common IMS, SA intended allowing the IMS security data and functions for IMS access in CDMA2000 systems to reside outside of a UICC. Specifically SA charged SA3 to come up with a new term (IMC). To reflect these agreed principles a CR to TS 33.203 was agreed in SA #40 (June 2008).  Subsequently, SA3 have made explicit different definitions for the terms "ISIM" and "ISIM application" and a CR is coming in for approval at this SA Plenary. 
However, such a redefinition of ISIM is not desirable since the term ISIM has already been defined as an application within TR 21.905, TS 31.103 and TS 22.101.

Under the common IMS concept the ISIM has already been specified as an access independent IMS entity.

Due to this, TSG CT has conditionally approved a CR that for CDMA2000 system to allow the use of IMS via ISIM that does not necessarily reside on the UICC. 

Consequently TSG CT requests that TSG SA should align the current definition in 3GPP TR 21.905 3GPP TS 22.101 to allow ISIM to reside outside of UICC.
Furthermore, 3GPP TS 33.203 also needs to be aligned with these definitions.

The justification to this thinking is the already existing definitions "ISIM" and "ISIM application" as well as the substantial amount of unnecessary work that the definition of a whole new entity, IMC, would cause. At the minimum a new specification capturing the properties of IMC the same way as 3GPP TS 31.103 defines ISIM properties would be necessary. Additionally, all IMS specifications would have to be updated to define the different procedures when using ISIM and IMC.
2. Actions:

To SA Plenary:
ACTION:   3GPP CT request that SA plenary provide guidance for defining the terms "ISIM" and "ISIM Application" and that these need to be made clear, consistent and precise throughout all the 3GPP specifications under SA and CT control using these terms.
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
