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1. Overall Description:

ETSI SCP thanks 3GPP CT for the liaison regarding the referencing of releases and the associated concerns.
ETSI SCP notes that the 3GPP CT6 and the ETSI SCP working procedures are very similar, for instance:

· Both 3GPP and ETSI SCP organise their work in releases

· Both 3GPP and ETSI SCP publish their release closure dates and these are synchronised
· All versions of each specification are publically available, which allows traceability of changes
· Once a release is closed, only essential corrections are accepted to that release.
These procedures prevent, in the opinion of ETSI SCP, the need for 3GPP to refer to specific versions of a release rather than to the release itself. Similarly, ETSI SCP does not intend to change their referencing of 3GPP specifications from a release to a version basis.
ETSI SCP would like to highlight that the only occurrence of ETSI SCP closing a release later than 3GPP was for Release 7 and that this was, in particular, due to the complexity of the technical work on the high-speed interface. 

Nevertheless, following the LS from 3GPP CT, ETSI SCP would like clarification on the following:

· The precise circumstances in which 3GPP CT6 would like to be informed.  
· A definitive list of the ETSI SCP specifications that 3GPP wishes to be informed about.

· How this information is to be passed to 3GPP CT6.  ETSI SCP notes that if 3GPP wishes to have notification for every change written by ETSI SCP, this could result in a significant increase in the workload of the committees involved.

ETSI SCP welcomes an open discussion on procedures and relationship between ETSI SCP and 3GPP CT.
