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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for the Liaison received in C1-095745/S2-097199 regarding UE indications for selective camping.
SA2 has discussed the questions raised by CT1 and would like to provide the following clarifications:

1. Some companies in CT1 felt that it is unclear how the Rel-8 23.221 voice domain selection method and this Rel-9 selective camping method will have to co-exist and interact. The co-existence and interactions have direct implications on stage 3 work and stage 2 views clarifying the interactions and co-existence will be useful
For example, Rel9 NWs will still have to serve Rel-8 UEs and may have to treat them in different ways to provide voice services.
SA2 answer: SA2 believes that Rel-9 selective camping and Rel-8 voice domain selection are independent procedures that can co-exist within the same network. SA2 expects that the two solutions will co-exist in Release 9. Moreover, SA2 does not see any issues in the case of a Rel-9 network serving Rel-8 UEs. Rel-8 UEs will not provide the UE usage and voice settings and therefore the MME/SGSN will know whether to select the RFSP Index in use based on these parameters or not.


2. Some companies in CT1 wondered if the UE usage settings alone indicating if UE is voice centric or data centric is more distinctive an indication for choosing which RFSP to apply. Some companies consider that perhaps more information than just UE usage and voice settings is needed.

SA2 answer: SA2 remains convinced that the UE usage and voice settings are all that is needed and nothing more or less is required, since the UE usage and voice settings provided by the UE to the network are used only for input to the RFSP selection process.

3. Some companies believe that it is not clear whether the camping policies will differ when in EMM-IDLE or in EMM-CONNECTED. From protocol perspective the UE decides the voice domain selection based on the current RAT UE is in and it is requested to clarify whether this has been considered.
SA2 answer: It is up to operator to decide which camping policies should be associated to specific RFSP Index values. Therefore, depending on the operator’s configuration, the camping policies may differ when in EMM-IDLE or in EMM-CONNECTED. SA2 has considered this scenario and believes it does not raise any specific issue with voice domain selection. There in fact is no change in the UE behaviour and UE makes the voice domain selection decision based on the current RAT.

4. A user or even an application can change the UE from voice centric to data centric (or vice-versa). Although such changes are expected to be infrequent, when the changes occur are unpredictable. However when such changes do occur, some dynamic reaction to provide the user (or the application) the requested usage has to occur. The UE when doing selective camping in 2G/3G will need cell selection criterion to be updated and then reselect back to E_UTRAN. 

SA2 answer: SA2 does not currently consider this as an issue as any change to these UE settings triggers NAS signalling procedures and as a result the UE may get new camping policies. However if further issues are found, SA2 will have to consider them. SA2 is aware that the Release 9 selective camping solution would lead to increased NAS signalling when the UE changes the UE settings and does not see any issue with that.
