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1. Overall Description:

As part of the ETSI TC SCP work programme, ETSI TC SCP has identified a need to create new AT commands and unsolicited responses to deliver UICC related enablers.
ETSI TC SCP notes that 3GPP CT WG1 is responsible for the AT+C commands. In case 3GPP CT WG1 does not have ongoing work on this topic, ETSI TC SCP kindly requests that 3GPP CT WG1 reserves a root for its specifications such as AT+CUICC. ETSI TC SCP would like to document use of AT commands and unsolicited responses beginning with the agreed root in a new specification addressing the transport of Card Application Toolkit (CAT) commands over the modem interface.
In addition, ETSI TC SCP is considering proposing enhancements to the 3GPP specification TS 27.007 on management of the PIN code (Command +CPIN) in order to reflect the PIN management defined in ETSI TS 102 221. ETSI TC SCP would like to know if there is any willingness of 3GPP CT WG1 to improve this specification on that point.

In order to avoid using generic file access command and to provide quick access to information, it is in the opinion of ETSI TC SCP that the definition of a dedicated command in order to access the ICCID of the UICC is required. ETSI TC SCP would like to be informed by 3GPP CT WG1 of any intention to handle this request.
ETSI TC SCP is happy to liaise with 3GPP CT WG1 on any new feature introduced to allow 3GPP CT WG1 to check whether this feature is available or is planned to be made available by 3GPP.

2. Actions:

3GPP CT WG1:
To inform ETSI TC SCP of any ongoing work on the topic.

To consider assigning to ETSI TC SCP a root for AT Commands and unsolicited responses.

To define the root for ETSI TC SCP commands and unsolicited responses to be used in its specification.
