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	The  usage of pre-defined PCC rules for QoS control is possible if the BBF remain in the PCEF during the lifetime of an IP-CAN session. In addition, pre-defined PCC rules may be used in a non-romaing situation and if it can be guaranteed that corresponding pre-defined QoS rules are configured in the BBF and activated along with the pre-defined PCC rules.( See clause 6.3.1 of TS 23.203)
For the roaming case, the pre-defined PCC rules can be used if BBF remain in the PCEF during the lifetime of an IP-CAN session.

4.4.1
PCC Rule definition

The purpose of the PCC Rule is defined in 3GPP TS 29.212 [3]. PCC Rules are sent over S9 interface for visited access.

There are two different types of PCC rules as defined in 3GPP TS 29.212 [3]:

-
Dynamic PCC rules. Dynamically provisioned by the H-PCRF to the V-PCRF via the S9 interface. These PCC rules may be either predefined or dynamically generated in the H-PCRF. Dynamic PCC rules can be installed, modified and removed at any time.
-
Predefined PCC rules. Preconfigured in the PCEF. Predefined PCC rules can be activated or deactivated by the H-PCRF at any time via the V-PCRF using S9 interface. Predefined PCC rules may be grouped allowing the H-PCRF to dynamically activate a set of PCC rules in the PCEF via the V-PCRF using S9 interface. The H-PCRF should activate the predefined PCC rules based on the roaming agreement. The V-PCRF may accept or reject the H-PCRF decision according to visited operator policy.
The content of a PCC Rule is the same as defined in 3GPP TS 29.212 [3]. The rule name within a PCC Rule shall be used to reference to a PCC Rule in the communication between the H-PCRF and the V-PCRF.

4.4.4
Operations on QoS Rules 

Dynamic QoS Rules operations are defined in 3GPP TS 29.212 [3].

For QoS rules, the V-PCRF validates the QoS parameters requested within the QoS Rules, before accepting the installation or modification of QoS Rules. If the QoS validation fails the V-PCRF rejects the installation or modification of the QoS Rule.
