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1 Overview

This liaison statement is the OMA Architecture Group request to 3GPP CT to consider the OMA Architecture agreed CRs pertaining to 3GPP OSA 8 & OSA 9. 
2 Proposal

OMA ARC has agreed already updates for Call notification 3GPP Release 8 and Release 9. This contribution includes changes proposed for Parlay X, Part 3, Call Notification, TS 29.199-03, as a part of maintenance for Parlay X, 3GPP Release 8 and mirror for Release 9. The reason for changes is:

· missing operations (“HandleCallEvent” and “NotifyCallEvent”), 
· missing data type  (“EventDescription”), and 
· missing enumeration value “Disconnected” from “CallEvents” enumeration in the WSDL file structure. 

Operations “HandleCallEvent” and “NotifyCallEvent”, data type “EventDscription”, and new enumeration value “Disconnected” in “CallEvents” enumeration have been introduced for TS 29.199-03 V8.1.0 by 3GPP TS CR0025R1 (document C5-070641) and CR0023R1 (C5-070627); the WSDL file structure that is supposed to reflect CR0025R1 and CR0023R1changes was updated later with V8.2.0, however the updates missed to include these operations and the data type changes. 
This contribution proposes changes to the latest versions for the TS and WSDL files for Release 8 (29.199-03 V8.3.0) and Release 9 (29.199-03 V9.1.0) to fix this problem.

The changes include:

· WSDL files are updated to include missing “HandleCallEvent”, and  “NotifyCallEvent” operations, missing “EventDescription” data type structure, and missing enumeration value “Disconnected” from “CallEvents” enumeration. As data type file, which is common to all WSDL files, is updated, all other WSDL files have been also updated to reflect the new revision of the data type file. The revisions for all WSDL files are incremented to “4_2”.
· Section 5 in the TS is updated to include revision changes for namespaces.

· Sections 7.4 and 8.2 in the TS have been updated to fix some editorials
· Annex A in the TS is updated to include revision changes for WSDL files.

Note that 3GPP Release 8 and Release 9 include the same version of Parlay X, Part 3, Call Notification specifications and WSDL files. However as 3GPP process may require separate handling of Release 8 and Release 9, in the attached files there are two almost identical CRs, one for Release 8 (CP-100xyz-3_20120410_R8.doc) and another one for Release 9 (CP-100xyz-3_20120410_R9.doc). There is only one copy of WSDL files and that can be used together with both CRs.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA Architecture kindly request 3GPP CT Plenary to review and agree the OSA 8 CR and OSA 9 CR and inform OMA Architecture on the 3GPP CT Plenary decision when available.
