Explicit Congestion Notification
An MSC Server and a CS-MGW may support Multimedia Telephony using Explicit Congestion Notification (see IETF RFC 3168 [48], IETF RFC 6679 [49], and 3GPP TS 26.114 [28]), and may then act as an ECN endpoint to enable ECN with a local ECN-capable terminal within a local network that properly handles ECN-marked packets.

The ECN procedures described in 3GPP TS 29.163 [46], subclause 9.2.11, for MGCF and IM-MGW are then applicable for MSC Server and the CS-MGW.
