Nokia and Qualcomm pointed out that most likely only the test specifications would be affected. Action 66/03: Comprion reported that the change requests modifying TS 51.010-4 and TS 31.124 clearly indicate that they are the consequence of changes in the core specification (TS 31.111 and ETSI TS 102 223). Comprion therefore added that they would like to see formal changes brought to the core specifications in order to make further test cases optional. It was reminded that the discussion was triggered by document C6-120555 from HTC. Qualcomm reminded the delegates that the HTC request was not about a device with reduced capabilities such as those targeting M2M applications but rather a smartphone with a restricted Toolkit implementation. Nokia mentioned that if a change is to be made, it should be in the core specification in the first place. Comprion stated that since 2G Toolkit has stopped with Rel-4, a claim that a Terminal supports Rel-4 toolkit would be equivalent to  claiming that the Terminal is Rel-8 compliant as there have obviously been no changes. It was felt that this would be a bit too artificial. Comprion replied that a solution for 2G needs to be found. Qualcomm suggested that this discussion could be linked to the request from Samsung to revisit the set of mandatory features in CT6. Comprion felt that linking the two discussions would not be appropriate.

Comprion proposed to prepare a new change request in document C6-130036 in order to address the topic, and add a note in addition to the condition.

Gemalto asked what prevents the ME from reading the CSG ID. Qualcomm confirmed that a ME connected to a CSG cell will obviously know the CSG ID. Gemalto expressed concerns about the change proposed that would remove the opportunity for the UICC to know about the CSG ID after an automatic cell selection. Text from CT6 #66 report: Document C6-120583 is a proposed study item intending to review the mandatory USIM features introduced from Rel-99 onwards and consider whether these features should remain mandatory in the light of the actual use in the field. Vodafone felt that it should be reflected that some of the currently mandatory features are not implemented by ME vendors, regardless of expectations/requests from MNOs and Smart Card vendors to have those features supported. There were conflicting views about the reasons why some features are unused, with MNOS and Smart Card vendors claiming that it is easy to claim that a feature is not used when there is no option to use it at all due to the lack of support on the Terminals. It was agreed however that some feature may be considered as somehow exotic and/or outdated and may therefore not be required anymore. The Chairman proposed to discuss a generalized study of such "unused" features within other CT working groups, with a view to have a CT-wide systematic approach. It was felt the study item would have to be finalized in the light of the feedback obtained by the Chairman. Document C6-120583 was postponed.
Research In Motion highlighted that a Technical Report would be produced and that no decisions regarding technical changes to the core specification would be made. Oberthur Technologies felt that this is much more a business and implementation discussion than a technical discussion usually in scope for CT6.

Nokia commented that a common authentication scheme would have to be used as their might be interoperability issues if the current authentication schemes, which are specific to each MNO, are used. Nokia added that a related security context would have to be defined for this specific use case. Research In Motion felt that since SA1 will only come up with requirements after CT6 #67, there might be a need for rewording at CT Plenary. While there was no objection on the principle of entering such work, it was proposed to postpone the agreement on the work item so that the work item description may be modified depending on the outcome of SA1 and SA2 work.

Nokia commented that the file is anyway unique. Qualcomm asked what the behaviour of the ME should be when the ME is facing a UICC where the USIM and the ISIM are presenting different requirements through their respective service tables (or in the case where only the UST is present and not the IST because the ISIM is too old). Nokia reminded the delegates that settings on the ISIM are expected to take precedence over IMS settings in the USIM. The Chairman wondered if there is a generic statement. It was confirmed that at least the authentication aspects are clearly defined to give precedence to the ISIM. Qualcomm proposed two options. Nokia felt it would be inappropriate to look for IMS settings in the USIM when a ISIM is present and that it is the duty of the card issuer to make sure that the necessary provisions are made with the ISIM. Nokia added that as long as an ISIM is present on the UICC, there should be no need for looking in the USIM (which should be forbidden in this context). Qualcomm favoured option 2 as it is consistent with the current text in TS 23.341. Nokia replied that if the interpretation is to be according to option 2, then it would need to be clarified by SA1 first.
