	This bit, when set, indicates that the required teleservice(s) for the corresponding triggering method are not provisioned in the HSS/HLR for the user.

	2
	Call Barred
	This bit, when set, indicates that the user has an active barring condition which makes it impossible to deliver the corresponding triggering method.

	NOTE 1: 	This may be caused because there is not any serving node currently registered in HSS for the user, or because the user is known to be absent in all suitable registered serving nodes (based on MNRF, MNRG and UNRI flags)currently has the SC Address stored in the MWD list in HSS and the trigger delivery is requested with "non-priority".
NOTE 2: 	Bits not defined in this table shall be cleared by the HSS and discarded by the receiving node, MTC-IWF.
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
