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Background: This discussion paper discusses the best way to make certain Rel-13 Stage 3 MCPTT specifications into common MCx specifications.
Discussion:
There are three Rel-14 mission critical WIDs coming to CT#74 for approval. It has been identified that four CT1 specifications in the stage 3 suite of Rel-13 MCPTT specifications will need to be made into common mission critical services specifications, i.e.
1) TS 24.381 Mission Critical Push To Talk (MCPTT) group management Protocol specification 

2) TS 24.382 Mission Critical Push To Talk (MCPTT) identity management Protocol specification 

3) TS 24.383 Mission Critical Push To Talk (MCPTT) Management Object (MO)

4) TS 24.384 Mission Critical Push To Talk (MCPTT) configuration management Protocol specification
How best to achieve this task?

One way forward is to perform a non-technical restructure of the specifications in Rel-14 which could mean a name change of the specifications in Rel-14. This may look strange that the Rel-13 version of the spec is different to the Rel-14 version of the spec.

Similarly, a change in the structure of the spec from Rel-13 to Rel-14 may also appear strange.

Proposal:
Samsung asks CT Plenary if it's "best to bite the bullet now" and:
1) Change the names of the specifications in Rel-13.

2) Do the non-technical restructure of the specifications in Rel-13 to allow further changes to be added for other MC services in Rel-14

This is likely to be an editorial activity, but it is useful to get an up-front approval from CT in order to not spend time on this if it is not acceptable.
