Abstract of document:
Exception sheet for CT1 portion of the work on CT aspects of 3GPP PS data off function.
"Data off" is a Rel-14 feture which allows control to the subscriber with regards to the traffic sent or received by the UE so unexpected charging is avoided. This functionality is to be implemented on the UE side and some support is to be implemented in the network but it is not necessary to activate the feature by the user. When "Data off" is activated by the user, this prevents the UE to send or receive uplink/downlink traffic to/from the network for non-SIP and SIP services except a list of services which can be provisioned in the UE.
